record date in proportion to their then holdings of such shares as at that date (subject

to such exclusions or other arrangements as the directors of the Company may deem

necessary or expedient in relation to fractional entitlements or having regard to any

restrictions or obligations under the laws of, or the requirements of any recognised

regulatory body or any stock exchange in, any territory outside Hong Kong

applicable to the Company).”

amount representing the aggregate nominal amount of shares in the capital of the

Company repurchased by the Company under the authority granted pursuant to the

Resolution set out in item 4 of the notice convening this meeting, provided that such

amount of shares so repurchased shall not exceed 10 percent of the aggregate nominal

amount of the issued share capital of the Company as at the date of the passing of the said

Resolution.”
